The tournament will be held at the Tarpon Lodge on Pineland, FL and will begin Friday night with a 
Captain’s meeting and dinner.  We will fish a full day on Saturday.  The tournament will conclude 
Saturday evening with an awards ceremony and dinner. 
 
You may fish as many anglers per boat ($150 per angler) as you would like.  One boat is one team, and 
guides are considered anglers.  Each team must have at least one member in good standing from the 
SWFRCA, FRSA, or another state roofing affiliate association. 
 
Lodging is the responsibility of each angler, not included in tournament entry fees..  Space is limited at the 
Tarpon Lodge (239) 283-3999, so call soon.  In the alternative we suggest you call the Beach House 
Lodge (239) 283-4303, or Cabbage Key (boat accessible only) (239) 283-2278.  All anglers will receive a 
tournament t-shirt and hat (as well as other sponsor gifts).  Also, during each night of the tournament we 
will be enjoying great food as guests of Robert Wells and the staff of the Tarpon Lodge Restaurant.  Due 
to space limitations the field will be limited to the first 100 anglers to sign up.

The total weight of the two heaviest redfish will determine the first 3 places.  The total number of paid 
entries received will determine the prize payout.  Depending on participation levels, we may pay out prize 
money to the top 5 places.

Calcutta  
 
There will be a $100 per boat “Calcutta” payable at the Captain’s meeting.  The Calcutta will pay two 
places.

- No line or leader limits.

- Weigh station opens at 8:30 am at Tarpon Lodge dock. 
- Everyone on boat may fish. 
- Boats may assist disabled tournament boats and be late to weigh in.  Disabled boat will be disqualified. 
- No wade fishing allowed.  All anglers must fish from their boats, artificial or live bait allowed.
